Giotto, The Marriage at Cana (1306)
Heard in this Sunday’s gospel, this is the scene of Our Lord Jesus’ first miracle and the first intervention of Our Lady Mary.

In September 1986, three months after I graduated from St. Mary’s School in Fishkill, I headed off to the former high school
seminary, Cathedral Prep, which was then located on the Upper West Side of Manhattan. As a result, I lost touch with my
classmates, most of whom went to Our Lady of Lourdes High School in Poughkeepsie. It was only when I joined Facebook
that I was able to reconnect with almost all of my contemporaries. It’s been gratifying to see where everyone has landed.
Most are still active in the Church, while a few are what we might call “on the periphery.” Several send their children to
Catholic schools, including our a/ma mater. On occasion, one of our number will start a thread that leads us down memory
lane — always a happy journey for me.

I make no secret of my love for Catholic schools. I suppose that’s due, in no small part, to the fact that it’s what I know: my
entire education was through Catholic schools. At the same time, I don’t believe the Church has “marketed” Catholic
schools terribly effectively. There are lots of reasons for that, some of which are in the realm of those far above my pay
grade. Nevertheless, I’d like to take this space today and next week to offer what I’d call an extended reflection on Catholic
schools, and St. John School in particular.

Several weeks ago, there was a syndicated news article about the difficulty many Catholic schools are facing in balancing the
tried-and-true with the Common Core curriculum. One of the quotes was from a gentleman named Dan Guernsey, who
works for an organization called the Cardinal Newman Society (cardinalnewmansociety.org). He offered what I consider to
be the money quote of the century: “We don't open Catholic schools to get kids into college. We open Catholic schools to

We open Catholic schools to get our children into heaven. — That
should be emblazoned over the entrance of every Catholic
school!

The Common Core debate has, in one way or another,
forced to the surface a long-simmering question: what
makes a Catholic school Catholic? I've said before that
comparing Catholic schools to government schools is like
comparing apples to oranges: they’re two entirely different
creatures. Unfortunately, over time, rather than setting
themselves apart, 1 think that Catholic schools tried too
hard to “keep up with the Jones’s,” with the result that
many Catholic schools simply became government schools
with crucifixes. The results have been ruinous: with rare
exceptions, an entire generation — and more — received little
to no genuine catechesis, no real understanding of what it
means to be Catholic, and a very underdeveloped faith.
That being said, there is reason for hope, as more and more
schools have taken a critical look in the mirror, and have
worked to recover a genuine Catholic ethos.

So what are the identifying marks of a Catholic school? Let
me offer some suggestions:

1. A Catholic school exudes Christ. The minute one
enters a Catholic school, he/she should be able to tell that
this is a special and sacred place. It should be evident, not
just in what’s on the walls or being taught in the classrooms,
but in how members of the community — adults and chil-
dren alike — treat each other and show mutual respect. A
Catholic school community is one where everyone not only
learns about Christ, but is able to be Christ to others.

2. A Catholic school offers a comprehensive education.
In other words, Catholic schools are not just about reading,
writing, and arithmetic, but first and foremost about helping
parents to form their children as faithful disciples of Christ.
That means looking at every subject, not simply from the
perspective of that particular discipline, but as it fits into the
whole. I'm not suggesting that government schools don’t
do this; rather, in a Catholic school, the starting and ending
point of every day, every lesson, every activity, every inter-
action, is the God who invites us to plumb the depths of
His being, and to discover the inestimable treasure of wis-
dom and knowledge to be found there. He is the real
“common core.”

3. A Catholic school is rooted in discipline. The word
“discipline” has developed a negative connotation, which is
too bad, because it comes from the Latin term, disciplina,
which means “teaching” or “learning.” 1 don’t think my
generation ever experienced the rulers-on-knuckles sort of
discipline that others might have, but our principals and
teachers set high expectations for us nonetheless, which in
and of itself was a tremendously valuable learning experi-

ence. A community can only thrive if there are clear stand-
ards of conduct, and the members of the community are
held accountable.

I'll offer one personal anecdote about the importance of
discipline. When I was stationed in Port Jervis, the youth
group used to participate each December in the annual
CYO Teenage Federation Conference at a resort in the
Catskills. We normally had anywhere from 15 to 20 teens
taking part; there were two adults in addition to myself with
the group. When you put 300 teenagers in a hotel, there are
bound to be problems. Yet without fail, other adults who
observed our group remarked on how good, respectful, and
courteous they were. More than once, 1 was asked, “How
do you do it?” My response was simple: I expect it of them
— and they know it. Chalk that up to my Catholic school
upbringing.

4. A Catholic school is built on sacrifice. This is cer-
tainly true in the physical sense, as every Catholic school
building exists only because of the parishioners whose gen-
erosity paid for it. But it’s equally true on a spiritual level.
I've found over the years more than a little concern that
Catholic schools just don’t offer the same opportunities as
government schools; in other words, some parents fear that
they’ll be giving up too much if they send their children to a
Catholic school. Yet this is precisely one of the virtues of a
Catholic school: the community learns how to make do
with less. It also builds stronger bonds among classmates
and between grades. After all, the Church is founded upon
the ultimate sacrifice; our schools should reflect that.

In next week’s bulletin, I’ll share how I see these marks

manifested in St. John School.
